1. The State/City/County will fill in the State responsibility.  If the State/County/City will not be doing any work or providing any material not provided in the contract, this statement is deleted.
2. The Contractor will Fill in the Contractor’s responsibilities. 
3. Payment for this work will be at the Contract Unit Prices, Negotiated Lump Sum, Negotiated Unit Price, or on a Force Account basis as provided in Mn/DOT Specification 1904.  (You may repeat 2 & 3 if there are different types of work or different methods of payment)

4. Contract time will be modified as follows: (fill in blank, or change to state Contract time will not be modified.) 
5. This Supplemental Agreement covers the known and anticipated costs and contract time adjustment (if any) attributable to the work covered by this Supplemental Agreement. If the Contractor incurs unknown and unanticipated additional work that affects costs or impacts the critical path, the Contractor reserves the right to request an adjustment to the Contract amount or contract time in accordance with MnDOT 1402.
