14.4 Temporary Traffic Control Plan Design & Special Provisions

Work Type Definition
Page 1-2 details the work type definition.  In order to become pre-qualified for this work type, please see the “Work Type Submittal Requirements” on page 3.

I. Description
A temporary traffic control plan includes development of a traffic management plan and assembly of all special provisions not addressed in the MnDOT Standard Specifications for Construction.  Temporary traffic control plans may also include details for installation and operations of traffic signs, pavement markings, signals, lighting and intelligent transportation systems for control of traffic during construction or special events.
II. Standards and Specifications
Standards and specifications required for a project under this work type may include the following:
A. The Plans, Special Provisions, and Engineer’s Estimate will be accurate and in accordance with all Federal and Minnesota State standards.

B. The deliverables will use the proper formats, symbols, abbreviations, etc.

C. Plan sheets must be provided in hard copy and Microstation electronic files with proper level assignments.  

D. Text documents must be provided in Microsoft Word format.

E. Spreadsheets must be provided in Microsoft Excel format.

Part 1A: For each person submitted, satisfactory experience must be demonstrated on at least two complete temporary traffic control plans (supervised and signed by Qualifying Staff) and special provisions (assembled and signed by Qualifying Staff) during the past five years.  Projects must have been produced in accordance with MnDOT standards.
Part 2: Project Examples listed must correlate to those described below in “Project Example Requirements.”

	A. Submit at least one example of a temporary traffic control plan and special provisions completed in the last five years by key personnel.  Example must include a description and period of performance of the project(s), date of completion and the individual roles and responsibilities for the project.
