· Experience of the qualified staff must be demonstrated by reference to completed land survey projects.

· Satisfactory experience must be demonstrated on at least three completed projects (up to five) in the last ten years in all aspects of land surveying, computations, datums, monumentation, and documentation.
· Must show a minimum two years demonstrated experience and knowledge in all aspects of processing and submitting data in a CADD environment.
· The survey crew chief must have satisfactory experience demonstrated in all aspects of survey fieldwork.
