* In the tables below, Truck/Trailer axle weights greater than 20M are considered only for true tandem groups with maximum single axle weight limited to 23M.

* A “true tandem” is any two consecutive axles with center-to-center axle spacing of 3'5" to 8'0". In addition, the spacing to another axle adjacent to either axle in the tandem group must be 8'1" or more. If the spacing to an axle adjacent to the tandem group is less than 8'1", that group will be considered either a tridem group or a quad group, and maximum axle weight is limited to 20M per axle for tridem or 18M per axle for quad groups (20M for a spread Quad).

* A “spread tandem” group, as well as a single axle group, is not allowed more than 20M on any one axle.

* The weights shown in the tables below assume 15M on the truck steer axle.

* Each axle in two adjacent 4-axle groups, having a minimum distance of 35’ between them, can carry 23M.
* State Trunk Highway (STH) bridges are pre-checked for "B" and "C" Category overweight loading. If more tandem groups are added to the vehicle combination or axle spacings are shorter than those listed in these tables, a special Bridge Check will have to be done before an OSOW Permit will be issued. Depending on complexity, a Bridge Check can take up to 5 business days, but more often take about 1 business day.
