This first sheet contains some of the most common do=s and don=ts when doing material certification.

The attached certification forms are the only approved forms that will be accepted by the district 6 materials office.

Form TP-02171-03
1. All specialty areas can be certified on one sheet, if space permits. (This is a change from the previous method)

2. The resident/project engineer is required to sign off prior to submitting the form to the Materials 
office.

3. After signed, copy and distribute as required.

Form for CONTRACTOR TESTED BITUMINOUS
1. List the TSR and SPG tests in the remarks column if applicable.

2. Check field/lab tolerances.

3. This is a two-sided form.  List AC, Tack etc.. samples on the back.

Form for AGENCY TESTED BITUMINOUS
1. List the TSR and SPG tests in the remarks column if applicable.

2. Check field/lab tolerances.

3. This is a two-sided form.  List AC, Tack etc.. Samples on the back if not contractor tested.

Form for FIELD CONCRETE ITEMS
1. 2415/2403 for small quantities

Form for PLANT CONCRETE ITEMS
1. Track all of the contractors tests.

2. Check field/lab tolerances.

Form for GRADING & BASE ITEMS
1. Check field/lab tolerances.

Form for MISC. MATERIALS ITEMS
1. Include all miscellaneous items.  Ex. paint, guardrail, drainage etc...

Form for PROJECT CERTIFICATION PERSONNEL LIST
1. Include all agency and contractor personnel and their certification number that do any testing or 
inspection. (This also includes off site facilities. ex. ready mix, aggregate suppliers).

2. Must include a bituminous level II plant and street inspector for the contractor.

Form for PROJECT CERTIFICATION CHECKLIST
1. Used to track your project as you certify each specialty area.

2. Check that all IAS requirements have been met.
