Background Information:

Mileage (Centerline Mileage): 

The distance measured down the centerline of: 1) an undivided roadway 
 -or- 2) the portion of a divided roadway going in a general northbound or

 eastbound direction, toward the end of the route. (The southbound or 

 westbound roadway is not taken into consideration). 

In TIS, only recent mileages are kept readily available. Figures can 

 not be generated for previous time periods, except under very limited

 circumstances. 

Lane Mileage:    

The length (in centerline miles) of a section of roadway, multiplied by the

 number of through lanes (main driving lanes) on that section. (If the

 roadway is divided, the through lanes in both directions are taken into

 consideration).

Temporary lanes (like turn lanes or acceleration lanes) are never taken into

 consideration.

Like with mileage, only recent lane mileages are readily available.
 Figures can not be generated for previous time periods, except under very 

 limited circumstances. 

Finally, TIS figures do not cover ramps or auxiliary areas (rest areas, weigh

 stations, etc.).

Background on VMT:

When traffic volume measures are missing for individual sections of road in a given year, traffic volumes from an earlier year are substituted for the purpose of VMT calculation. Therefore, the figures on the report may not be based on the actual traffic volumes from the year in question, in all cases.
Historical mileage, corresponding to the traffic volume year, is never employed for VMT calculation. The mileage applied is always from a more recent year (the year during which the report was generated or the year in which a “snapshot” of the database was taken for official figures). So, for example, if a VMT report for 2000 were run in 2002, the mileage applied would be from 2002. 
On most Vehicle Mileage summaries, there are two VMT columns. One contains Daily figures (referred to as “Average”). The other contains Annual figures (referred to as “Total”). There is also a third column, covering Centerline Mileage.
Figures are available for All Vehicles (for all Route Systems). However, figures for Heavy Commercial Vehicles are only available for Trunk Highways. 
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
