WARNINGS ABOUT THE PRE-2001 VMT REPORTS:
Major Problem with Pre-1992 VMT Reports:
Early in 1995, the staff of the traffic section of our office discovered a major problem with the traffic volumes. A large percentage of the volumes prior to 1992 had become "scrambled". The errors occurred randomly and affected both the volumes for all vehicles and those for heavy commercial vehicles. 

The traffic staff was unable to determine the source of the problem, when it actually began, and how to fix it. As a result, the decision was made to remove all of the pre-1992 traffic volume data from the TIS database. 

The problem had a corresponding effect on the pre-1992 VMT figures. Therefore, those figures contain many inaccuracies.  

Other Issues:
Some of the notes on the reports, concerning traffic volumes and traffic counts may be inaccurate.

The summaries for 1992 and 1996 were originally printed on green bar paper. When scanned and converted to .pdf format, two large files resulted. Therefore, it may take some time for those reports to be displayed. 

For some reports, the size of the display might have to be adjusted. 

Finally, the pages may be listed side-by-side on some reports.
Issues Related to VMT Reports, in General:

As with other VMT summaries, the labelling of the two Vehicle Mileage columns can be a bit confusing. 

-  "TOTAL VEH. MILES" refers to Annual VMT. 

-  "AVERAGE VEH. MILES" refers to Daily VMT.

When traffic volume measures are missing for individual sections of road in a given year, traffic volumes from an earlier year are substituted for the purpose of VMT calculation. Therefore, the VMT figures may not entirely reflect the traffic volumes from that particular year. 

Historical mileage, corresponding to the traffic volume year, is never employed for VMT calculation. The mileage applied is always more recent. In the case of the pre-2001 VMT reports, that is the mileage that was current on the date the report was run. 
Statistics supplied by Federal or local agencies, other state agencies, or other sources may vary from the statistics generated through TIS. That is due to differences in data definitions, timing of reporting, and other factors.  
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
