(3) The Agency shall provide assistance under this subpart to a displaced person who is not eligible to receive a  
replacement housing payment under §§24.401 and 24.402 because of failure to meet the length of occupancy 
requirement when comparable replacement rental housing is not available at rental rates within the displaced person’s 
financial means.  (See §24.2(a)(6)(viii)(C).) Such assistance shall cover a period of 42 months. 

24.404(c) 
Methods of providing comparable replacement housing 

Agencies shall have broad latitude in implementing this subpart, but implementation shall be for reasonable cost, 
on a case-by-case basis unless an exception to case-by-case analysis is justified for an entire project. 

(1) Methods of providing replacement housing of last resort may include, but are not limited to:  
  (i)  the Agency provides a replacement housing payment in excess of §24.401 or §24.402 limits; 
  (ii) the Agency rehabilitates and/or adds to an existing replacement dwelling; 
  (iii)the Agency constructs a new replacement dwelling; 
  (iv)  an Agency loan, amortized or deferred payments, secured or unsecured, interest or free; 
  (v)  the Agency relocates and, if necessary, rehabilitates a dwelling; 
  (vi) the Agency purchases a dwelling for subsequent sale, lease, or exchange to the displacee; 
  (vii)the Agency's removal of barriers for persons with disabilities. 

(2) Under special circumstances, consistent with the definition of a comparable replacement dwelling, modified methods of providing 
replacement housing of last resort permit consideration of replacement housing based on space and physical characteristics 
different from those in the displacement dwelling (see appendix A, §24.404(c)), including upgraded, but smaller replacement housing 
that is decent, safe, and sanitary and adequate to accommodate individuals or families displaced from marginal or substandard 
housing with probable functional obsolescence. In no event, however, shall a displaced person be required to move into a dwelling 
that is not functionally equivalent in accordance with §24.2(a)(6)(ii).
