Township Bridge Program

Legislative History

1975 Program is created under Minnesota Statute §161.082. 

Bridges over 20 feet long are eligible. 

A 50% local match is required.

1978 Bridges 10-20 feet long are added. 

Required local match is changed to 10%.

1983 Culverts replacing bridges become eligible.

1984 Bridges replacing culverts become eligible.

1991 Comprehensive water plan projects become eligible. 


Approach work over $10,000 becomes eligible with a 10% match.

1992 Approach work becomes 100% eligible over $10,000. 

Certified acceptance of culvert replacements under $20,000 begins.

1998 Requirement for 10% matching funds deleted. 

Road-in-lieu-of-bridge projects become eligible.

2002 Engineering costs over $10,000 become an eligible expense. 

100% of engineering costs are eligible for townships with a Net Tax Capacity less than $200,000.
2006
Engineering cost over $10,000 become an eligible expense.  100% of engineering costs are eligible for townships with a New Tax Capacity less than $300,000.
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For an inplace bridge to be eligible for Town Bridge Funds, it must be deficient, meaning it has a Sufficiency Rating less than 80 AND is classified as Structurally Deficient or Functionally Obsolete by Federal rating criteria.
