Old Business
1. FHWA Update – 
· Discussed the letter from the FHWA to MnDOT in response to MnDOT’s request for clarification on statutes requiring signing that doesn’t meet the MUTCD.  See Attachment 1.
· Requests are being made of State and local transportation agencies and municipalities to substitute the International Symbol of Accessibility with alternative “dynamic” designs created by advocacy groups.  One group has reportedly been covering existing symbols on signs and pavement markings with their alternative graphic and, in some cases, has used alternative colors.  These alternative symbol designs are not authorized for use in traffic control device applications, nor have they been adopted or endorsed by the U. S. Access Board.  The only symbols allowed for use in traffic control device applications are those found in the MUTCD.  
2. Requests for Experimentation, Conditional Use and Interpretation
Janelle Anderson announced that the City of Edina wants to continue to use Advisory Bike Lanes and wants to extend their RTE for them in the same location.  The FHWA responded that that was OK, but they do not issue an official letter to grant an extension.  The road authority requesting the experiment decides when the experiment ends and issues a final report.  
New Business
1. AASHTO SCOTE ballots re: NCUTCD proposed changes to the MUTCD 
The AASHTO Subcommittee on Traffic Engineering (SCOTE) ballots were reviewed by the group and comments were assembled.  See Attachment 2
2. Legislative Updates

Janelle and Heather went over some of the bills being proposed in the legislature:

Three memorial highways (TH 36, 61, 8) that would require signs
Hands free only cell phone use on all roadways
Work zone speed limits and cell phone use prohibited in work zones
Community Destination signing (Two Harbors) – this bill will allow Two Harbors to install a pilot project for Community Destination wayfinding signs that do not meet the requirements of the MUTCD (some are for retail businesses, allows for 5 destinations per sign instead of 3, etc).
