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Petroleum Cleanup Language for Short Form Permit

Excavation of petroleum contaminated soil must continue until there is no further evidence of contamination based on visual and olfactory observations and photo ionization soil screening values do not exceed 3 parts per million.

Verification soil samples must be collected from the excavation area following removal of the contaminated soil and submitted for laboratory analysis.  The number of samples collected must be in compliance with MPCA Guidance Document 3.01 (one sample for every 100 square feet excavated) (www.pca.state.mn.us/publications/c-prp3-01.pdf ).  The soil samples must be analyzed for the appropriate parameters based on MPCA Guidance Document 4.04 part III B (www.pca.state.mn.us/publications/c-prp4-04.pdf ).

A Site Investigation/Cleanup Work Plan (Work Plan) must be submitted to MnDOT prior to commencing cleanup work for MnDOT review and comment. The Work Plan must be submitted to the MnDOT Office of Environmental Stewardship, Summer Allen-Murley (395 John Ireland Blvd., MS 620, St. Paul, MN 55155 or summer.allen@state.mn.us ), or to a different Office of Environmental Stewardship technical expert as determined by Summer Allen-Murley.
A report documenting excavation activities, sample locations, and soil sample analytical results must be submitted to Summer Allen-Murley, or a person designated by Summer Allen-Murley as described above.
