As the last section of the Notice and Order explains, if a utility owner fails to comply with the provisions of the Notice and Order, that utility owner will assume all liability and hold the State of Minnesota harmless from any and all claims of damage that result from noncompliance.  Mn/DOT reserves the right to take any action necessary to compel a utility owner to comply with the Notice and Order.  

You must begin your relocation or adjustment work no later than date to avoid such action.  The Notice and Order authorizes you to begin obtaining materials and contact name, the State’s Construction Project Engineer, at phone # to schedule your relocation or adjustment work.  You must obtain the State’s Construction Project Engineer’s approval before proceeding with the physical relocation or adjustment of your facilities.  

Upon completion of the relocation or adjustment work, you must restore drainage and slopes to the State’s Project Engineer’s satisfaction.  If your relocation operations disturb any pollution control measures that the State’s contract installed according to the National Pollution Discharge Elimination System permit for the project, you must restore those measures to the State’s Project Engineer’s satisfaction.
