This modification was designed by an employee in the Morris Truck Station. It addresses several 

safety concerns and includes a much easier method of dumping material that hangs in the box. 

With that being said, this design may not be suitable for every truck station. One noted drawback 

of this system is if your truck station hauls snow frequently, removing the sander gate adds anoth-

er step and requires 2 people. Truck stations that haul snow once a week may not be affected by 

this nearly as much as one that could haul snow every other day. The existing top pins of the 

sander gate are removed to allow the gate to pivot from the hinge seen on the bottom right. This 

device has some great benefits that operators are sure to like.  
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
