This meant students living within two-miles of their school must walk or find their own transportation.  With more students walking to class and traffic continuing to increase, pose major safety issues on our roads.  

The safety of students walking to school is a major concern for the County and the school districts.  Part of the County’s responsibility in providing safe school zones is providing signage. The current “passive” school zone speed limit signs (statutory speed signs with time specific plaques) are less effective in compliance, resulting in an unsafe walking environment for students.

The funds received helped purchase and install driver feedback signs at 18 schools throughout Anoka County.  The signs are designed to flash when a school zone speed limit is in effect.  The sign will then display the driver’s speed to encourage them to comply with the speed zone, essentially providing greater attentiveness and awareness of surrounding conditions for these drivers.
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
